Getting to the Exhibition 

The exhibition is located at the Imagination Gallery on Level B1 of the City Hall Wing.  

From Coleman Street Entrance: Proceed to Lift Lobby A and take the accessible lift to Level B1. From 

Lift Lobby A, turn right and proceed down the hallway through the Spine Hall.  

Nearest Lift Lobby: If you are coming from elsewhere in the Gallery, the nearest lift lobby to the 

exhibition is Lift Lobby B. From Lift Lobby B, turn right and proceed down the hallway through the 

Spine Hall.  

Entrance and Exit: There is step-free access to the Imagination Gallery.  

Accessible Toilets: The nearest accessible toilet is located near Lift Lobby B. It is opposite the Visitor 

Services Counter. 

Drinking Fountains & Baby Changing Rooms: Drinking fountains are located near Lift Lobby B. The 

nearest Baby Changing Room is near Lift Lobby A.  

 

General Exhibition Accessibility 

Wheelchair Accessibility: The exhibition is wheelchair-accessible.  

Seating: Seating is available in the public area outside the exhibition space.  

Lighting: The exhibition space is well-lit.  

Exhibition Content: Exhibition texts are available in English.  

Gallery hosts are stationed throughout the exhibition for any additional support you may require.
